· Assisting youth (and parents/guardians when appropriate) when making the transition outside of this agency by planning for necessary skills, information and placements;

· Properly monitoring the allocation and utilization of Title 1 funds to ensure that they supplement not supplant services and resources that benefit the educational and therapeutic needs of the youth being served.
